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                          DBA Shower Unit Policy
Although disaster relief is our number one priority, the shower unit may be used for non deployment / Mission Fairs with the understanding that if the unit or the people running the unit are called out for deployment prior to the committed event or during the committed event, the shower unit will respond immediately to the disaster site.

(The event should have a contingency plan if this happens).

DBA Churches requesting the use of the shower unit will be required to pay $.60 a mile round trip to cover cost of the gas for towing the shower unit. An additional $35 will be charged to cover the expense associated with propane, supplies and maintenance.

      Non DBA Churches/events requesting the use of the shower unit  

will be required to pay $1 a mile round trip to cover cost of gas for towing the shower unit. Additional actual expense associated with propane, supplies and maintenance will be charged.
While at the events outside of the local area, a place to sleep should be provided.

While at the events outside of the local area, most of the meals should be provided.

Water and electricity will have to be provided to the shower unit at no cost to the shower unit.

If the Shower Unit is used at a Missions Fair to show the community / Church our DBA Disaster Relief Resources, there will be no charge to the Church or local event.
Note:  The DBA Shower Unit is NOT Wheelchair accessible.
